How to Use the Sleep Tracker
When you go to bed at night check the clock or start the timer on an electronic device. Do the same 
when you wake up in the morning. In the columns below record the following:

1. The time you went to bed  2. The time you woke up  3. �The amount of time it took you to fall asleep.  

Calculate the number of hours between 1 and 2 and subtract 3 to get the total amount of time you 
slept. Record that in column 4. Also note in column 5 anything you think is important about what was 
happening or what you did before you went to bed that might have affected your sleep.
